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1. Introduction

This template has been adapted from a template prepared for Flomeko 2003.

An introduction should be included which sets the basic premise of the paper.  Text is Times New Roman 10 point.  Headings are Times New Roman 10 point bold.

The total paper including text, graphics and tables should not exceed 6 pages.

2. Experimental arrangements

If the work presented includes practical equipment this should be presented early in the paper to help readers to visualise your experimental set up.

Graphics will help to describe the experimental set up.  They should be referred to as Figure 1.

3. Additional Heading

Graphs, drawings and grey scale photographs should be referred to as figures.
